Now in its 31st season, Philharmonia Baroque Orchestra and 
the Philharmonia Chorale has been lauded as “the country’s 
leading early music orchestra” by the New York Times, “the most 
exciting American period-instrument 
ensemble” by the Wall Street Journal, 
and “the nation’s liveliest purveyor 
of period performances” by Musical 
America. Under the direction of Music 
Director Nicholas McGegan since 
1985, the ensemble has led the field in 
historically-informed performances of 
music from the Baroque, Classical and 
early-Romantic periods. It has grown 
from a regional ensemble to the 6th 
largest orchestra in California, with a 
subscriber base of more than 2,000.
